As a result, there is an even greater need for people who care to 
join together to provide assistance.  Arden Arcade HART supports Mercy Pedalers, Sacramento Self-
Help Housing Navigators, and Street Nurses in their outreach to the members of our community 
without homes.  We would love for you to be our partners in reaching out to the most vulnerable 
members of our community.  We are initiating a project to weekly collect donations supporting the 
Arden Arcade Sacramento Self-Help Housing Navigator and the Mercy Pedalers in their street 
outreach.  Our goal is to gather resources to support them in their important work of meeting our 
brothers and sisters without homes where they are, letting them know we care, sharing some 
essential items for personal health and safety with them, and helping them connect to resources in 
our area.

Volunteers will also help to 
assemble snack bags and hygiene kits for distribution to our neighbors without homes.  Social 
distancing recommendations will be in place for volunteer’s and donor’s safety.
